Desr Mom 2nd Dad,

At last the m=2il has been coming around = little better.
I zot three lettersfrom yo: all yesterday -nd three to-d=y.
I 21so got one from Rivers, I now know where he is, szbout
150 miles from here so I don't think that I will be able to see
hime snytime soon. I alss got one letter from Bob and one foom
Marion snd about 15 from Doris. Your letters were dated the
1, 20, 26, =2nd 28 of June and July 3%ré& =nd 5th, The letter of
July 5th is the l=test thatl have from anybody so far.

Well here it is another Sunday andit has been = miserable
one. It sure has been hot here to-day, I have been lsying arounnd
hereall afternoon with = psir of fatigue pants on =nd that is—
~all 2nd I have still been swetting down. I had intended& to write
several lettersto-day but it has been so hot that I think this
one will be all that I will get out, I heove been intending
to write you =211 for = couple of days and didn't wont another
day pass without getting it done. I was going swimming this
afternoon but I h=d loaned Bud Merson my trunks =2nd he has gone
down to the firing range with his btry so I will have to wait
a counle of days until he comes bzek. Haven't been doing much
of =nything, therehav e been some movies that we could go to
but it h~s beenso hot that I just havent felt like sitting in
a hot moviej they dont know what zir condition is over here,

I did »l=y a c~u~le of games of ning vong this afternoon but th=t
only gzot me hotter. All of the boys th t went swimmingthis
afternoon 2ot a2 nice sun burn so I maybe better off for not going.

Mom you s2id thot you were glzd th-t I didn't have to go
through another invassion like I went through on D-day, I am glad
that you think so, I may not have to, I wish thst I knew that
though, I think that I write you all of the news about what is
going on over here =s it happens. But just the same you all
arestill asking questions znd I will try and put you streight.
We zre now in the seventh zrmy. The seventh army is at present
an Occupying army but the 474 is not doing =ny occupying and we
wont. As I s2id when the wer first ended, we are going to the
Pacific. I still dont know when and I still dont know weather
we will go direct or by way of the states, As I have told you
right =2 long, the out fit is losing a lot of men and getting in
a2 1ot of new ones., Thet is because we gre losing 211 men with
over eighty five pts. Now it is my openion that we are still a
pertof the First Army but as yet there is no transportation
forus so we have been put in these different ~rmys for rations
snd paver work. Dont get excited if the APO chsnges, that doesn't
nean too much. Th=t should help you our - little, if there is
snything else th-t I c=n help you out on let me know.
